The Bible Study lessons will 
not only equip you for warfare, but they also 
strengthen your daily relationship with God. 
The transparency at SOS has no boundaries, 
and no one is ever considered too far gone. 
The invitation is to come and lock arms with 
not only others in this ministry, but to also 

minister and serve the needs of  
our community. This ministry has 
been on the front lines and there’s 
no other place I’d rather be to help 
bring daughters to the Kingdom of  
God!”
