I grew up in the 
streets and by the age of  13/14 I was in a 
gang. I had my first son at the age of  16. 
I was blessed with 5 boys 
and 2 girls. I got into selling 
drugs at 17, and by 28 I was 
working for two different 
cartels. At the age of  40, my 
world came tumbling down. I 
sold a big amount of  cocaine 
to an undercover. The police 
found 16 pounds of  marijuana 
and a lot of  cash in my house. I was charged 
with manufacturing & delivery, possession 
and money laundering, and was sentenced to 
20 years in prison.
 In prison I found Jesus. Out of  my 20 
years sentence, I made parole after six 
years. Glory to God! My 20-year-old son kept 
asking to go to church and I kept slacking 
and slipping back to drinking because of  
the downfalls I was having being denied 
job after job. I asked God to lead me to the 
right church. One Sunday evening I told my 
son, “Let’s go look and see if  we can find 

an evening service.” We passed a couple of  
churches and there was nobody there. I said 
let’s go check out SOS Ministries. I saw a 
group of  men standing outside of  a home. I 
told my son to turn in so we could ask them 
if  they knew anything about when and where 
we could go to church. We pulled up and this 
guy welcomed us and began talking about 
the Bible Studies and services on Fridays. 
Well, that man was JJ.
 After our second Friday at SOS, my son 
told me he wanted to be baptized. We invited 
his brothers and sisters to his baptism. 

During that Service, JJ shared 
a message that I felt God was 
speaking into my kids’ hearts. 
That same night, my 14-year-old 
daughter and my 26-year-old and 
29-year-old sons accepted Jesus 
Christ! It was one of  the happiest 
days of  my life! I knew then that 
God was answering my prayers. 

God has brought me to SOS to be a testimony 
to others and to let you know He is always by 
your side. He DOES listen and care for us. No 
matter what you’re going through, trust God 
because He truly loves us! 
 We are so grateful to see God STILL 
moving through every single program at SOS 
and bringing more hearts to His Kingdom! 
Our hopes & prayers this Christmas is for 
Christ to fully transform your life and for 
you to rejoice in all God’s signs, miracles and 
wonders in your lives!
