Our goal
was to raise $7.3M over two years to
expand our programs and facilities to
widen our reach and deepen our impact
for Jesus in the community. We are thrilled
to announce we have raised $7.3M with
the help of our amazing donors and the
Mabee Foundation. The Mabee foundation
graciously gave a challenge grant of
$1.45 million, which required us to raise
$890,000 to meet the challenge. Recently,
at our 23rd Annual Banquet, “Made for
More”, we had the privilege of announcing
we had met the challenge!

This past week, we were able to gather,
celebrate, and break ground for our new
facilities! This project will allow us to
continue to serve our community in so
many ways.

Building a much needed 11,000 sgq. ft.
Administration Building and Vocational
Training facility, as well as an 11,000 sg. ft.
classroom expansion. In addition to these
facilities, we are building a prayer garden
inspired by Carmen, our Assistant Director
to continually provide praise and seek
strength from the source of our Hope.
